lieving that Jesus was the fulfillment of Jewish expec-
tation, these missionaries naturally went first to the
synagogues, where they preached to the Jewish people
and those who had recently converted to Judaism. The
next week the entire city came to hear them. This an-
gered many of the Jewish people. The text says that this
was because they were jealous of Paul and Barnabas.
Jealous of what?

We know that many Jewish-Christians believed that
converts had to accept the practices of Judaism before
they were considered full members of the Jesus move-
ment (see Acts 15:1). They maintained that everyone
should be the same. Mention of converts in this story
suggests this may have been the issue. Whatever the
problem might have been, the movement spread, adapt-
ing itself as it did.
