                     RESPONDING TO THE CALL 
Do we truly know the voice of Christ? Do we truly respond 

to the voice of our shepherd with our own distinctive voice? 
How often we attempt to imitate those around us, appropriat-
ing the response of another member of the flock to Christ. 
Perhaps we need to balance the image of being sheep of one 
flock with the image from the second reading, which tells us 
that we are all children of God. What child has precisely the 

same interaction with parents as his or her siblings? Instead, 
they frequently do and say things to distinguish themselves 
in the eyes of their parents. 
Whether we use the image of children or of sheep to under-
stand our relationship with Christ, we believe that we are all 
known and called by 
name. With this great 

gift comes a responsi-
bility: to respond to the 
call with our own dis-
tinctive voice, to take 
time to discern exactly 
what our call is, to 

determine precisely 
what the will of the 
Father is for each of us.

GROW: Several years ago I went to a shopping mall with my six-year

-old son, and I could tell he was overwhelmed by the fast-moving 

crowds; he stuck close to my side. Not long into our trip, he turned a 

corner and, suddenly, his face lit up. He pointed at a young boy 

ahead. “That’s James! I know him! He’s in my class!” he exclaimed, 

and ran up to talk to him. Out of the sea of strangers was someone 

he knew, and who knew him. That changed the whole experience 

for him. Today’s readings are all about that kind of knowing. In the 

Gospel Jesus tells us that, like a good shepherd, he knows his flock 

and they know him. How comforting it is to know that Jesus not only 

knows each one of us, but he willingly chose to lay down his life for 

each one of us as the ultimate sacrifice of love. But how do we get 

to know our Good Shepherd better? By immersing ourselves in 

Scripture and prayer and seeking a personal relationship with him. If 

we stay close to the Lord, we’ll know his voice when we hear it – in 

the quiet of our prayer, in the everyday promptings of the Spirit in 

our decision-making, and even, in the midst of all the noise, as the 

calming and guiding voice leading us along the right path.
